The Year of St. Joseph

Against the backdrop of the pandemic, our Holy Father Pope Francis has declared a year dedicated
to St. Joseph. Pope Francis has said that the Covid-19 pandemic has helped us all to see the
importance of ordinary people, people like our beloved patron St. Joseph. We encourage everyone
to read Pope Francis’ Apostolic Letter, Patris Corde (With a Father's Heart). You will find a link at
the end of this column.
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Pope Francis has a particularly strong devotion to St. Joseph. At the beginning of his pontificate in 2013, he put
into effect a directive Pope Benedict XVI had made to include the name of St. Joseph permanently in the Eucharistic
prayers used at mass.

Pope Francis’ papal inauguration mass was held on March 19th, the feast of St. Joseph and he dedicated his papa-
cy to St. Joseph. On his coat of arms there is a spikenard, the flower used as a symbol of St. Joseph.

Pope Francis has also popularized the statue of St. Joseph sleeping, or dreaming. We know from scripture that
dreams play a very important role in the few passages we have on St. Joseph. The Lord, through an angel, reveals
His will to St. Joseph. When Pope Francis was asked about his secret to serenity he said, “If there is a problem,
or when | am faced with a difficulty, | write it down on a piece of paper and | will place it underneath St. Joseph so
that he may dream on it. That means for him to pray for that problem”. Pope Francis also said, “Joseph’s rest
revealed God’s will to him. In this moment of rest in the Lord, as we pause from our many daily activities, God is
also speaking to us”.

Francis has invited Catholics, especially in the midst of the Covid-19 pandemic, to put their families “under the loving
gaze of St. Joseph, guardian of the Holy Family and of our families. Do not forget St. Joseph, Jesus slept with the
protection of Joseph”.

At his inauguration, Pope Francis told the crowd in St. Peter's Square that “St. Joseph appears as a strong and
courageous man, a working man, yet in his hears we see great tenderness, which is not the virtue of the weak, but
rather a sign of strength of spirit and a capacity for concern, for compassion, for genuine openness to others, to
love”.

Throughout this year dedicated to St. Joseph, we will bring you more about our patron saint and the many prayers
and devotions associated with him.

CRUDEM- CAN YOU HELP...?

Covid has hit the people of Haiti especially hard. While the number of infections on the island are rela-
tively low, the border with the Domincan Republic, the islands main source of food, is closed. Malnutri-
tion has greatly increased and the doctors of Hospital Sacre Coeur have identified it as one of the
main reasons people come to the hospital. In response to this need, CRUDEM is launching a new
initiative to provide 1 million meals to Haiti.

This Lenten Season the funds donated to CRUDEM will be used to help pay for those meals. Each meal costs 25
cents and our goal is to raise funds for 100,000 meals. Just to give you an example, donating the cost of 1 or 2
family takeout dinners could fund 400-500 meals. Financial donations should be made payable to CRUDEM and
can be left in an envelop in the offertory baskets or mailed/ dropped off at the Parish Office.

We are also continuing to collect High protein granola bars (10 grams of protein or more) and Vitamin C lollipops
(‘available at A New Leaf in Needham, or Amazon) Baskets are placed by the entrances of the Church to accept
your donations. Thank you, for all that you do to help the least of our brothers.

RE LIG I‘ 'US and the School who will receive God's love and forgiveness for the first time
through the Sacrament of Reconciliation during the weekend of March 13 and

E D U C A T I 0 N 14. While their lambs go home with them and not left in the church this year,
we know they will be reconciled with the Good Shepherd.

Students in grades 7-10 will have the opportunity for a time of prayer and reconciliation during their regularly sched-
uled class times on March 7, 8, and 9. Please keep them in prayer, too, that they will be open to receiving God's
mercy and peace during this special time.
